DESCRIPTION

UWSECT requests proposals to partner on programs that drive
positive change and improve outcomes for racial and ethnic minority
children and youth in programs located in Groton and/or New
London, Connecticut.

SCOPE OF AWARD

One application per agency.

e Awards up to $25,000 per agency.

e Adapt or modify existing program to improve outcomes for
racial and ethnic minority participants.

e May include expansion of services, new enrollments, and other
activities that would increase capacity and/or effectiveness.

e Once awarded, agencies will have one year to spend the funds.

ELIGIBILITY

e Program has a physical location and program serving Groton
and/or New London children and/or youth.

e Non-profit 501(c)3 or has a sponsored non-profit fiduciary.

e Not a current United Way Partner Program.

e Program aligns with at least one output and one indicator under
Childhood Success or Youth Success (see below).

e Majority of participants (current or to be recruited) represent
racial and ethnic minorities or goals to significantly increase
minority participation.

e Applicants will need to describe the program’s approach in
improving outcomes and engaging minority participants.

e Agency must be in existence for at least 3-years.

EXPECTED OUTPUTS & INDICATORS

The program will perform in one of two categories: Childhood
Success or Youth Success. Within the category, programs must
choose at minimum of one output and one indicator to measure
performance and provide program expectations. Must choose either
Childhood Success or Youth Success.
